Additional AST Degree Requirements

-ACT cumulative score of 21 or successful completion of approved standardized examination (Praxis Core) for admission to university College of
Education Note: MTSU requires a 22 ACT score

-Satisfactory ratings on an index of suitability for the teaching profession
